Safer sleep for bab

Safer Sleeping Information

ies

The information in this booklet about safer sleep has
saved many babies’ lives. It is all backed by research
that has shown how to reduce the chance of babies
dying suddenly with no explanation (known as sudden

infant death syndrome, SIDS,

or cot death). To reduce

the chance of SIDS, families should follow this key
advice for baby sleep. It is important that all parents

and anyone involved in the care of a baby are aware of

this advice.

Put them on their BACK for every sleep
In a CLEAR, FLAT SLEEP SPACE

Keep them SMOKE-FREE day and night

Always place your baby on their back for sleep

* Put your baby down on their
back — not their front or side
= for every sleep

* No special equipment or
products are needed to keep
them on their back

Reason: many more babies have died suddenly when placed to
; on their front or side, rather than on their back. S
to Sleep campaign in 1991, the rate of SIDS has dropped by 80%.

In these scenarios, it i always best
1o put baby in their own safe sleep
space, such as a cot or Moses
basket, Keeping tha cot or Moses

Reason: swdles have found
that bedsharng with your baby
after drinking alcohol or using
crugs has a very high risk of
S1DS. Sleening close to a smoker
also greaty Increases the chance
of SIDS, Premature and very
small babies have a greater

For most babies, a clear sleep space will

mean a cot or a Mioses basket which are
designed to keep babies safe.

Whatever space you choose, follow
these guidelines;

= Afirm, flat mattress with no raised
orcushioned areas

= Mo pillows, quilts; duvets or bumpers

MNa pods, nests or sleep positioners

= Make sure your baby's head is kept
uncovered <o they don't get tono hot.
Try to kezp the room temperature
beiween 16 and 20 cerrees so vour
baby does not get ton hot or cold and
mazke sure bedding is appropriate for
the time of yezr

Never sleep with your baby

on a sofa or armchair

« Ensure that the sleeo space, is kept

claar of all items and there is nothing
within r2ach of the space 2.g., blind
cords, nappy sacks or soft toys

» Babies should always be in the same

rcom as you tor the first six mornths
far sleep, day and night. This doesn’t
mean you can't leave the raom o
make a zup of tea or go to the toilet,
but far most of the ime when they
are sleeping they are safest if you are
close by

* Babies should not be allowed to sleep

in bouncy chalrs and bables should not
be left sleeping in the car seat when not
travelling in the car. Car seats ara not

tc be used as sleep spaces in the house.

Sofas and armchairs are dangerous places to fall asleep with
your baby — move somewhere safer if you might fall asleep.

Reason: the risk of SIDS is 50 times higher for babies when they sleep
on a sofa or armehair with an adult. They are also at risk of accidental
death as they can easily slip into a position where they are trapped and

can’t breathe.
